a vision for their land within the South West Rugby Allocation.

This is your opportunity to help create a vision that
delivers high quality housing, schools, healthcare
facilities, community uses, employment opportunities and
key highway infrastructure. The vision will inform two
planning applications which will be prepared by Homes
England. These applications will deliver some of the
necessary infrastructure to unlock land and accelerate
the delivery of housing and community facilities:

1. A new road and upgrades to Cawston Lane (to be

submitted in late 2023). Both routes will provide

necessary utility infrastructure connections and key
access routes to the wider allocation.

2. An outline planning application for Homes England’s
wider landholdings at the site (to be submitted in
mid-2024) that will include homes, schools, a district

centre, green space, and walking and cycling routes.
